There will
be 4,000 Departmental promotions from Primary Teacher to Secondary
Teacher, from Secondary Teacher and Higher Secondary Teacher to
Principal. So, that is also in process. Examinations for all these 10,000
vacancies have been conducted. Results are ready and we are going to fill
them up immediately. So, very soon, in this academic year itself, you will
have all the vacancies filled up. This was a big problem which was there for

years. We have corrected it.

As
my colleague has just now spoken, the fact remains that in the vacant
positions, people, who are appointed as contract teachers, are doing the
same job, but they are getting much less than the regular teachers. That is
the reality. If it is not so, | shall be glad. But it is very much there. | would
request the hon. Minister to check up for the second time before making a
statement in this House. | think, in the teaching field, at least, the concept
of 'equal pay for equal work' should be implemented. Very recently, the
Supreme Court has reiterated that this concept should be put into effect for

the contract teachers, and not only in teaching, but in all other positions
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where regular work is being done by the contract people. So, will the hon.
Minister go into the case, just also raised by my colleague, Jaityaji, to
correct the anomaly, which has already cropped in? Please check up. | am
not talking without any information.

SHRIMATI VIJILA SATHYANANTH: Mr. Chairman, Sir, out of 2.68 crores of

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SHRI RANJIB BISWAL: Sir, the reply of the Minister is not only regrettable
but it is contrary to the vision of Skill India.
MR. CHAIRMAN: Please ask your question without adjectives.
SHRI RANJIB BISWAL: Sir, | am coming to the question. A Working Group
was constituted in March, 2015 to establish a Skill University and it has been
two years since, and no progress has been done on that front. The reply
says that letters have been sent to various Ministries to get their views. |
would like to be very specific with the Minister and to know what the time-
frame for setting up this Skill University is and whether there is a budgetary
allocation for this for the current year.
SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY: Sir, it has been very clearly stated that the
Working Group was constituted on 31" March and subsequently the
Working Group submitted the report to the Ministry on 22" April and,
pursuant to that, the Bill was circulated to all the Ministries which is a usual
process.

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SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY (CONTD.): When the Bill was circulated, 18
Ministries in the Government of India supported it. Two Ministries in
particular, the Ministries of HRD and DIPP, did not have concurrent views on
the subject. We have also expected getting the views from the State
Governments. No views were given back by the State Governments. Itis a
legislation and establishment of a university has to be done by the States. It
is one issue which we have been studying and it is something which is very
important. This process of legislation affects the entire country and, we are
pursuing the States and then, we will try to resolve and come back with a
formal Bill which will be given. The status has been given here. It is not that
the Government does not have the intent, but, all of us know the process of
legislation, especially, when it relates to the States.

SHRI RANJIB BISWAL: Sir, | would like to know from the hon. Minister as to
whether he has any plan to collaborate with any reputed Institutions of
Higher Learning such as IlITs, NITs, and Central Universities to conduct Skill
Development Workshops, to train professional artisans and other interested,

unskilled educated youths, particularly, in the unorganized sector.
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SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY: This is a different issue altogether, talking
about skill ecosystem, especially, about artisans, and he has talked about
higher skilling also. For the first time in this country, the whole ecosystem
for skill development has been established and it was a challenge for us to
bring the existing verticals together. There were almost 24 Ministries, 50
odd Departments doing skill development across the country. We have
been successful in bringing a lot of the schemes under one banner, under
one Ministry. The skill ecosystem, basically, falls in two parts. One is, long-
term skilling, which we have under the ITls. We have 13,000 ITIs across the
country. And the other is, short-term skilling, which now includes the
services sector also, and is under the National Skill Development
Corporation, where we execute the programmes under the Pradhan Mantri
Kaushal Vikas Yojana. \We have created National Occupational Standards
for all these job roles and the alignment has to come to the National Skills
Qualifications Framework. Even the educational side, or for that matter, the
services skilling or industrial skilling, all have to be aligned with this. So, we
have created the ecosystem. Under the short-term skilling, we have the

Sector Skill Councils. The Sector Skill Councils are industry bodies; it is a
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conglomerate. They decide as to what skills are required, what the demand
is in a particular sector, and the qualifications are laid out for that which is
vetted by the industry. We conduct the training on those qualifications, and
once that training is done, then the industry accepts that. The Handicrafts
Sector Skill Council is looking into a lot of these activities which are under
the artisan sector.

SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR ROY:: Sir, it appears from the reply given by the
hon. Minister that the formation of the Skill University is still due although the
draft Bill was submitted on 22" April, 2015, and two years have elapsed in
the meantime. In view of the differences among different Ministries of the
Government, my question is: How long it will take to resolve the differences
among the Ministries of the Government to settle the issue?

SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY: This is something on which | really would take
the House into confidence. Under the Ministry of HRD, there are vocational
education courses. Prior to the setting up of this Ministry, all skilling activity,
at the higher level, was under the Ministry of HRD. The higher technical
skills, which is engineering colleges and above, is again with the Ministry of

HRD. What we are exploring and looking at the possibility is,
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to create one particular vertical for skilling ecosystem which goes up to the
engineering level as well. That would comprise amalgamating what is
happening under HRD and what is happening under short-term skilling.
When we talk about a child who drops out at eighth standard, he also needs
some kind of skilling, if we have to provide. In the ITI system, eighth
standard drop-outs can have two years of skilling and they are considered
as tenth passed. There are boys and children who are also admitted after
tenth standard for two years of [Tl courses. Then, we have Diploma
(Polytechnics), which is again with the Ministry of HRD. Then, we have
engineering colleges, which is high-end skills, which is again with the
Ministry of HRD. What we are trying to do—and | am sure, in this particular
University Bill which will be accepted by the States in future if it is ratified—is
to create a whole ecosystem of skilling and technical education on one
vertical, which is at the moment, merged with HRD.

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SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY (CONTD.): This is a very major policy level
decision which has to be taken. It is not so simple as we are speaking here.
So, it requires some more time but we are definitely hands on as far as the
Skill University is concerned. Under the Constitution, universities have to be
established by the States. So, we have to do a lot of home work. Ever since
creation of this particular university, we have been working on that. This is a
policy decision which has a long term impact.

SHRI ANIL DESAI: Sir, establishment of National Skill Universities is the
need of the hour. It will be addressing the issue of unemployment and
creation of new entrepreneurs. | think, the steps taken by the Ministry are
laudable. At the same time, in Maharashtra State, in the city of Mumbai,
what we have seen, of late, Skill University-linked programmes will be, more
or less, linked on the basis of I.T.I. But what we have seen is that the
Industrial Training Institutes take up apprentices in lots in the public sector
undertakings like Mazagoan Dock, but after undergoing very strenuous
training and very elaborate training programme, neither they are considered

for employment nor are they considered for entrepreneurship. Then,
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whatever training they get goes waste, and depression comes to the minds
of the young boys and girls. | would like to know whether it will be above
that because ITl experiment, more or less, you have seen, is not coming up
to the expectations. Will it be more than that?

SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY: Sir, | have understood the hon. Member’s
question. He is basically asking that students who come out of the ITls and
when they are taken as apprentices, whether those public sector
undertakings which take them as apprentice would give them employment
or not. Sir, the idea of apprenticeship is basically to give them hands on
training on the shop floor, and once that happens he is good for the eco
system. If he is good enough for the company, then, he is absorbed.
Otherwise, he is given an opportunity in the plant on the shop floor to train
himself so that he is available for the whole eco system. The world over
whatever education or training takes place in a class room or a laboratory is
not complete until and unless he moves to a factory or to an industry or to a
shop floor. The very idea of apprenticeship, world over , whether it is Japan,
or, the U.K., or, Germany, is to give them training. When we talk about dual

education system of Germany which is very advanced and 100 years old, is
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the model which we are talking about. It is not necessary for the PSUs to
actually absorb all who come as apprentices; otherwise, it becomes a
disincentive for them. To train them and absorb them, then, it becomes
regressive. So, this is basically to create manpower for overall eco system,

and not necessarily for employment in that particular PSU.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: Sir, what is the eco system? Let the Minister

enlighten us.
MR. CHAIRMAN: You can have conversation with him on that. Q.No. 157.
SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY: It is not the Environment Ministry’s eco
system. It is different. You had been a Minister for a very long time.

SHRI RIPUN BORA: Sir, in the reply, the hon. Minister has shown the total
allocation and expenditure. So far as the allocation and expenditure are
concerned, the Minister has shown that 95 per cent expenditure has been
incurred out of the allocated fund. It is highly appreciable. But now, my
question is, if this is the situation that 95 per cent expenditure has been
incurred, then, out of 1161 projects, so far, 76 projects have been
completed. So, | want to know from the hon. Minister: What is the reason
behind this very, very poor performance in the implementation of these
projects?

DR. JITENDRA SINGH: Mr. Chairman, Sir, | am glad that the hon. Member
has asked this question, and this is also the reflection of his concern, and
concern of the entire House and all of us. But, | just wish to bring to the
notice of the House and also the hon. Member that there was a major issue
of the allocations not being spent; the expenditure not being up to the
expectation, but, over the last two or three years, this has been taken care

of through a number of ways. For example, there has been a pro-active
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approach by the Ministry of DONER. We have now engaged into an exercise
called DoNER at doorstep wherein the camp office of the Secretariat is held
in each of the States to have an on-the-spot assessment of the status of the
various projects. The other issue was, the DPR is coming late as a result of
which we have now tried to use the technology as per the portal system so
as to expedite on that. The UCs was a major problem. Utilization Certificates
were not coming from most of the States, and incidentally, we have Space
Centre in Shillong. From the last one year, we have also tried to engage that
so that we have real time, more transparent UCs also available at a faster
pace.

As far as expenditure is concerned, and you would be glad to know
that the expenditure in the last one year or so has increased. For example, |
was just giving the instance of UCs....(Interruptions)... Yes, | am giving you
the completion. | am giving you the statistics. In the last one year, if the UC
is pending, the pending expenditure was Rs. 1,158 crores. Why was it
pending? It was pending because the projects were not moving at the right
pace. Today, this year, we are still to complete the financial year, our

pendency in expenditure is just about Rs. 206 crore as far as UCs are
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concerned. So, we have made a tremendous headway. | appreciate your
concern. But, each passing day, we are engaged in it. Now, if you want
statistical figures of the number of projects, that also | can give you. We
have completed 30 projects in the last one year. In Assam itself, year before
the last, the number of projects completed were 3; last year, it was 5, and
this year, up to this time, we are yet to reach 31°' March, it is already 30. So,
statistically also, we have made a progress, because, | appreciate Madam's
concern that we have to give evidence statistically. But, at the same time,
we have engaged in certain pro- active measures, and the delay in projects
if you want, | can tell you. In the last five years, we have also tried to
statistically work out the causes of delay. The projects delayed for more than
5 years are /7 in number, but, those delayed for 3 years are just 30 to 35. |
have put it across to the various State Governments, most notably, the
Government of Assam because it is a larger State, to set up a High Powered
Committee, to sit with us, and to decide which of these delayed projects
actually need to be carried forward. In some of these projects what has
happened is that a project was taken up about 5-6 years ago; the first

instalment we used to give was 40 per cent. The State would take that
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instalment. Then, there would be no UC. They would forget about the
project, and conveniently, it went into an oblivion. The second project would
come. So, we have very humbly requested the State to have a relook and
decide which of these projects can really be taken up because some of
these projects may now be obsolete, or, we may have some more projects.
So, we are trying to have a very pragmatic approach regardless of any
biases or prejudices.

SHRI ANANDA BHASKAR RAPOLU: Mr. Chairman, Sir, time is running out.
The Non-Lapseable Central Pool of Resources is the basis for the Special
Category Status for the hilly and the North Eastern States, and that is the
lifeline for the resources to get time to progress with. But, the North Eastern
Council is not using the available Central public sector undertakings to
expedite the projects. | would like to know from the Minister whether they
are contemplating to involve the public sector undertakings to expedite the
North Eastern schemes.
